When fall leagues start, youth bowlers begin qualifying for the annual Bowler 

of the Year Tournament held each May. After each month of bowling, the 
Youth Directors at each center submit the top scratch and handicap scores 

for each division of youth bowler s. Those individualôs scores are 

compared among the entries from all the centers to name the top 
scratch and handicap bowlers as Bowlers of the Month.    

Boys and girls are separated into their own divisions: within the 
gender division there are age breakd owns. Bantams are youth 

bowlers up to age 8, ages 9 to 11 are Preps, ages 12 to 15 are the Junior 

division and ages over 15 are Majors. Youth may continue to bowl as youth 
until they reach age 19 before August 1 st  of any year.  

When the monthly winners are realized, certificates are printed and 
delivered to the winnerôs bowling centers, where they are announced during 

youth league play. Each May all these Bowler of the Month winners gather 

together at one center for the Bowler of the Year Tournament, using t he 
same gender/age breakdowns. After expenses, all entry dollars are returned 

to the winning Bowlers of the Year in the form of scholarships.  

Below are all of your youth bowlers that have qualified as Bowlers of the 

Month through January 2011. Youth bowle rs will continue to qualify for the 

May Bowler of the Year tournament through April 2011.

Thank goodness Joyce has come forward with the obvious 
need explaining common sense bowling manners.   I read an 

article at some time during my bowling career, that I would 
like to add to Joyceôs article as I recall what was printed. 

  
The bowler who is going for the 2nd ball and the opposing bowler 

is up at the same time preparing to bowl the first ball.   Give the right 
of way to the bowler throwing the second ball.  

  
In the situati on where both bowlers have thrown their first ball and they are 

waiting for the balls to return:  the next bowler then is the bowler whose ball 

is first to come back.  
  

If you want to think about your next ball, step off the lanes allowing the 
opposing bowl er to proceed with their bowling.   Then go up and throw your 

ball.  
  

And the biggest error in manners is: Please , Please , Please step off of the 
approach while you wait for your ball to return for you to throw your second 

ball.  
  

There are no hard fast rul es here as the title says, Common Sense, and 
Courtesy makes the bowling experience more enjoyable for everyone.

   Proper conduct, sportsmanship, consideration of others and plain common 
sense are important to succeed and enjoy any endeavor. 

Bowling is no exception. The following items 

should be practiced by bowlers.  

· Be on time for league play. Tardiness not only 

af fects your teammates, but other bowlers.  
· Be prepared to take your regular turn on the 

lanes. If another bowler is on a lane to your 

immediate left or right, do not step up on the 
approach until the bowler has advanced to the foul 

line. However, do not wait  for bowlers several lanes 
away on either side. This is a common sense area.  

· Take your time, but donôt waste everybody elseôs by useless posing or 
waiting until all around you have bowled. Bowlers often are irritated and 

distracted by those who stand too l ong before advancing to the foul line.  
· Stay in your own approach area. Step back off the approach after making 

each delivery.  
· Donôt use another playerôs bowling ball, towel, resin, etc., without 

permission.  
· The approach may not be exactly to your liking, b ut donôt use chalk, resin 

or powder to condition them. The next bowler may like them as they are. 
If you have a complaint, take it quietly to the manager.  

· Control your emotion on the lanes. Kicking the ball return doesnôt help 

anyone.  
· Be certain you wait u ntil the pin -setting machine has completed its cycle 

and the sweep bar is raised before rolling the ball.  
· Getting the ball out on the lane is important, but lofting is bad for the 

lanes, and it wonôt help your game either. 
· Good bowling requires concentrati on. When an opponent is set to bowl, 

give the player the courtesy of making the shot without interference.  
Save the kidding for the bench or locker room.  

· Play to win, but be gracious if you lose. Modest in victory and gracious in 
defeat is a good motto.
